Day 2 
     Baden Powell said that ñScouting is a game 
with a purposeò.  In following with that 

statement, games are a part of the Wood 

Badge experience. Today, the second day 

of the course is known as ñGame Dayò.  

Some of the games are feats of skill while 

others will test your knowledge of Scout-

ing and Wood Badge.  Whatever the game, 

it will test your ability as a team and yes, 

they will all have a purpose. 

As adult leaders we can lose sight 

of the ñgameò of scouting.  We get wrapped up in 

requirements, achievements, merit badges and even 

our own personal agenda (Like, ñwhen is my teen-

age son ever going to finish his Eagle project!ò).  

Our lives are filled with responsibilities, deadlines 

and commitments and the power of the lesson of a 

game is often underappreciated or undervalued in 

the adult world. Rote memorization of the Oath and 

Law is not the method to ñinstill the values of the 

Scout Oath and Lawò into the psyche of the youth 

we serve.  That is simply how they can 

remember the words.  Learning a lesson 

from a safe, directed and guided activity, 

followed by a well thought out guided 

reflection can be the most effective 

teaching tool when working with youth. 

Remember, the mission statement of the 

Boy Scouts of America does not say that 

they will be able to spew out twelve words at the 

drop of the hat, but that those twelve 

words will have a personal meaning 

to them to guide them to ñmake moral 

and ethical decisions over the course 

of their lifetimeò

Gilwell Field ς The location where Baden-Powell held the first Wood Badge Course. 

 

Ax and Log ς The ax and log is the totem of Gilwell Park 

 

MacLaren Tartan ς in 1919, a Scotsman named W. F. de Bois MacLaren purchased Gilwell Park 
and presented it to the British Boy Scout Association. It is this tartan that appears on the Wood 
Badge neckerchief. 

 

Wood Badge Beads ς In 1888 during a military campaign in Africa, Baden-Powell acquired a neck-
lace of wooden beads from the hut of a warrior chief named Dinizulu. 

 

Neckerchief and Woggle ς Held in place by a leather woggle, the Wood Badge neckerchief, tan 
with a patch of MacLaren tartan may be worn by course graduates. 

 

Kudu Horn ς During his military service in Africa, Baden-Powell observed members of the Mata-
bele tribe blowing on the horn of a kudu to signal to one another. B-P brought a kudu horn back to 
England with him and in the summer of 1907 when he held his first experimental camp on Brown-
sea Island, Baden-Powell sounded the horn to assemble his campers. 

 

Gilwell Song ς The Gilwell Song has been sung by generations of Wood Badge participants ς al-
ways energetically, but with wildly varying degrees of harmonic success.
